The Gospel tells of a powerful experience, an experience of Jesus as the Son of God for Peter and the other disciples — their
initial fear is followed by words of assurance from Jesus and finally, after the great catch, words of commission which take
them into a new world and a new way of life.

‘Put out into the deep’ is a practical invitation from Jesus to the disciples to proclaim his kingdom after they have heard
his preaching and seen the fruit of his words in action/symbol.

‘From now on’ indicates a real turning point in the lives of the disciples — called in the ordinary circumstances of their daily
lives, they will now cast a different kind of net and put out into a new deep. They will become followers of Jesus.
