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ACT (ASSOCIATION OF CHRISTIAN TEACHERS) is a
membership organisation which aims to serve, support and
unite Christians working in education by encouraging them to
share in prayer and fellowship, and helping them to apply
their faith to their work.

ACT strives to influence policy makers, politicians, the media,
the Church and all those with an interest in education, by
proclaiming a loving, biblical Christian response to contem-
porary educational issues.

ACT’s 2200 members work across all sectors and at every
level in education in England. ACT members regularly receive
colourful magazines, prayer diaries and newsletters. Standard
membership costs £30 per annum (&15 for those who are
students, unwaged, retired or work as missionaries overseas).

ACT was founded in 1971 by the Universities and Colleges
Christian Fellowship, Scripture Union and The Teachers’
Prayer Fellowship (formerly The Teachers’ Prayer Bond -
founded in 1920).
